
Unique Identification Number (UIN) EPP Extension 
 

Overview 

 
Before a Registrant may register a domain name, the Registrant’s organization must go through a 
pre-authentication process.  The pre-authentication process ensures that the Registrant’s 
organization is eligible according to the rules of the Registry to register one or more domains.   
When the Registrant’s organization has been authenticated, a Unique Identification Number (UIN) 
is generated and provided to the Registrant.   

When a Registrant registers, renews, or transfers a domain, the UIN must be provided.  The Registry 
validates the UIN by querying the authentication database.  In order to accommodate the UIN in 
EPP transactions, an extension has been added to the domain create, renew, and transfer commands.  
An example of each is provided below.  The extension is highlighted in yellow.

Responses 
 

The following section outlines possible EPP responses for a UIN check. 

Success Responses 
If the UIN is successfully validated, the domain create, transfer, or renew command returns the 
normal EPP success response for the command.  The response below is an example of a successful 
domain create command.

Error Responses 
 

A UIN validation may fail for the following reasons: 

 

Error Explanation 

Invalid request format. There has been a syntax error in the request. 

UIN is not in CONFIRMED state [it is Denied] The UIN has failed the authentication process. 

UIN is not in CONFIRMED state [it is Holding] The UIN has not completed the authentication 
process. 

UIN not found! The UIN does not exist in the authentication 
database. 

Domain is invalid for UIN The UIN is valid, but the domain name is not 
valid for that UIN/organization.
